OVERVIEW

The purpase of this document is to explain the various ways to communicate with the
ELITEpro X or SP. Each method has its own advantages. A matrix is presented at the
end which shows the advantages of each communication methed at a glance.

use

LSB is the fastest way to communicate with the ELITEpre XC. It is best used when the
ELITEpra X and a PG running ELOG are located in the same place, such as a desk or
bench.

KEY POINTS

e The ELITEpro XC must be physically connected to a PG with a USE cable of limited
length. This can be difficult during field installations.

e A PG running ELOG must be used.
e Little or no configuration of the PG is necessary; plug-n-play.

e Faoralarge number of ELITEpro XG instruments, a USB hub must be used to
connect to them all simultaneously.

ETHERNET

Ethernet is the next fastest communication method. It uses a PG running ELOG to
connect to the ELITEpro XC over a local area network.

KEY POINTS

e The use of Ethernet requires a netwerk connection between the PC and the
ELITEpro XC.

e FEthernet may be used anywhere a network is used.
e [nitial configuration must be done through USB.

e Some networks require the assistance of the network manager to procure a network
address and ensure that communications can pass through corporate firewalls.

o Must configure the ELITEpro XC instruments with unique network addresses unless
the network allows for DHCP (Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol] and the
ELITEpro XC is configured to request an address automatically.

The Wi-Fi option is the next fastest {(after Ethernet) and allows for a PC running
ELOG to communicate with a Wi-Fi-equipped ELITEpro XC over a wireless
network.
